Ted Kirchner
(Mayoral Candidate) speaking for “Austin Free-Net” won “FUNNY FORUM 97",
Leslie Cochran (Mayoral Candidate) speaking on behalf of Austin Recourse
Center for the Homeless and David “Breadman” Blakely (Place 2) speaking for
Acance Victoria won the awards for FUNNY FORUM 2000. Robin Stallings was
the recipient of the 2002 award and his beneficiary was the Texas Bike Coalition.
The 2003 award was taken by Leslie Cochran again and Wes Benedict ran away
with the 2005 FUNNY FORUM Honors.
