His works for theatre include Sexual Perversity In Chicago (filmed as "About Last Night") and American Buffalo (later filmed with Dustin Hoffman and Dennis Franz), Edmond, The Cryptogram, The Water Engine, A Life in the Theatre, Lakeboat, Speed-the-Plow, Oleanna, Reunion, The Old Neighborhood, Boston Marriage, Faustus and Romance, among others. Mamet has received accolades for his numerous screenplays including the Oscar-nominated script of The Verdict, The Postman Always Rings Twice, The Untouchables, We're No Angels, Hoffa, The Edge and Wag the Dog. Mamet dedicated Glengarry Glen Ross to Harold Pinter, who was instrumental in its being first staged in 1983, and whom Mamet has acknowledged as an influence on its success, and on his other work.
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
