A quick conversation with Stephen Zirkel
Will Taylor and I had the same band/orchestra director in high school, at Austin High, 

although I was 15 years ahead (earlier) than Will! (Corky Robinson was his name).

We both feel as though Corky was one of the major forces in our development as professional musicians.

My father was a minister and (later in life) a big band leader, and all my older siblings were into the best folksingers and rock bands of the 60s and 70s, so I was constantly surrounded by all kinds of music.

What I love most about music is its ability to almost instantly change one's mood, especially when hearing 

music that triggers a memory from another time in our lives. It’s the best gift of all to be in Strings Attached and be able to work with so many different singers and songwriters over the years, and to have a short but intense deep experience with their various musical perceptions and voices, always challenging, but never boring. 

Every time I got disillusioned or didn't have enough work as a musician, I would learn another instrument

or music writing skill to supplement my income. There isn't any style of music I haven't played sometime in my life, from African and Middle Eastern to salsa and samba, from classical and folk music to Motown and classic rock, even some metal and rap! It’s all useful and meaningful to someone, somewhere.

The other great love in my life is flying, which I used to do.

I never felt more at ease, or more peaceful, yet at the same time more present and focused,

than when I was alone in the sky, piloting a small plane around the clouds over the hill country.

The song carried its comfort over to the many that were also ravaged by Hurricane Katrina. This song titled "Requiem" aided many dealing with grief and loss and gave people a sense of hope that they needed in order to push forward. Eliza created her own record label called, Realiza and has now recorded over 14 albums. Over the course of her career, Eliza has substantially grown in her music and perceptions of life. Originally, her persona consisted of "peace, love, and light." Eliza's new interpretation is based on her desire for specificity. Eliza's view is: "We were into unity, a common theme, a common cause, but perhaps the answers are within each individual." Eliza was a key guest artists that help to establish the Strings Attached Collaboration series that was developed along with with Slaid Cleaves, Ray Wylie Hubbard, Abra Moore, Darden Smith and Tish Hinojosa back in 2001.  When the series started, Strings Attached recorded a song titled, "Easy Rider" with Eliza Gilkyson for the Collaborations CD.
