For the pat decade Taylor's group hamade a nae for itself by
reworkingicoric music like the Beales ‘White dbun, Sgt. Peppé&'s Londy
Heats ClubBand andRubbe Sou as well as the lits of LedZeppdin,
Jon Mitchdl, Pink Hoyd, Pau Simon, Peter Galriel andJimi Hendix—
addngjazzandrods flavors alongwith string arangererts to lovindy
assembled aoustic rendtiors.

Kernille Folk Festival. He muses, “Youd think these musical institutiors woud
ocaupy more thanthe p@phey of my dildhoodrusical landscape But 1was more
interestedin peformingclasscal charbe music and fayingthesolos of [Frerch
jazz \olinist] Stephanesrappdli.” Twelve yeas later hestarted Strings Attached a
a germe-blurring collabaationwith folk artists. WIS visionwas to fuse jazzand
clasdcal flavors with the cortempaary snge/songwiter gerre; o ‘dressit upwith
differert jewelry.” Taylor was workingwith Austin musiciars like BHiza Gilkyon
Jimny LaFave, Slaid Cleaves, Shaan Colvin, Sara Hickman Jimny LaFave,
DardenSmith, Ray WWlie Hubbad, lanMoae, Patrice Pike, andAbra Moare.
